MINUTES

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Rob Baldwin, followed by a Pledge of   Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America.

Roll Call: 	Present were Councilmembers Jeril Cohen, David Dumville, Mitchell Krach, John Pietrowski, and Wanda Schwerer; Mayor Rob Baldwin, Vice Mayor Leslie Notaro, City Manager Nancy Gonzalez, City Clerk Patricia Gentry, City Attorney Paul Marino, and Community Services Director Allen Godfrey.

Presentation:	Indian Rocks Beach Commissioner Joanne “Cookie” Kennedy, representing the beach communities, will discuss the Unification of the Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) and the Pinellas Planning Council (PPC).
			
		Ms. Kennedy advised City Council that she intended to be very proactive in her role with the MPO/PPC.  She stated she had written to Senator Bill Nelson and received a packet back with funding sources available for various projects. She advised that her goal would be to see the undergrounding of utilities on Gulf Boulevard.

		Pinellas Suncoast Fire and Rescue District Chief Sal D’Angelo spoke regarding the proposed amendment to Florida Law Chapter 80-585 with respect to changing the governing structure of the EMS authority, which is currently the County. Mayor Baldwin stated that based on the proposed draft it was possible the beach communities would not have a representative for budgeting, policies, and procedures.
 
1. Approval of Agenda.

MOTION was made by Councilmember Dumville and seconded by Councilmember Pietrowski to approve the Agenda.

1. Approval of January 5, 2015, City Council Meeting Minutes.

Mr. Marvin Behm, Louisa Drive, stated that Community Improvement Officer Jack White had been doing a great job.

Regular Agenda:

4.	Update on Code Enforcement by Community Improvement Officer Jack White.

	Mr. White stated he appreciated the positive comments he had received. He gave an overview of what he had been working on. He said he believed that Staff was dedicated and sincere, with a good work ethic, and he was glad to become a part of that staff.

	Mayor Baldwin asked Mr. White if there was anything Council could do to help support him.

	Everyone on City Council thanked Mr. White for his work.

	Dr. William Ward stated Mr. White was doing a good job.

5.	Discussion only on upgrading/replacing audio visual equipment, computer and availability of meetings on website.  (City Manager)  (see backup)

	City Manager Gonzalez stated that the initial cost of the equipment in 2009 had been $35,328.54. She said there had been ongoing problems with the equipment and it had never worked well. She advised that even though meetings had not been videotaped since July, there had only been two inquiries – one being from a reporter. According to Hi-Tech Enterprises, to continue to videotape and upload to YouTube for viewing would cost approximately $18,442.06 plus a $125.00 monthly maintenance fee. For someone to record the meetings would be an additional $250.00 per month. If the decision was to continue to videotape meetings, funds would have to be budgeted each year as the equipment required becomes obsolete so quickly. She stated that other comparable-sized cities do not videotape, mostly just larger cities. Councilmember Dumville recalled that in 2009, City Council had chosen not to go forward with some of the items being mentioned now based on the amount of audience participation. Councilmember Krach felt if someone was hired to record they would probably have their own equipment, as was done on candidate’s night. Consensus of Council was to not go forward with Hi-Tech Enterprises; and to check with VBPS Multimedia Marketing for his fee to videotape the monthly meetings for the City website.


6.	Consideration of additional signatories available for signing checks.  (City Manager)  (see backup)
	
	MOTION was made by Councilmember Dumville and seconded by Councilmember Krach to include all City Councilmembers as signatories for check signing only.

	Motion passed 7-0.

7.	Discussion on registering certain contractors who do work in the city.  

	Mayor Baldwin explained this was to know what contractors are working in the City, and whether they are licensed and certified – for the protection of the residents. There does not have to be a fee charged.

	City Attorney Marino stated he wanted to check the Attorney General Opinions further, and that code enforcement can check the contractors. He believed the previous registration had been abandoned due to the burden it had put on staff to track down contractors, maintaining permits, issuing permits, checking permits and keep up with who was coming and going.

	Mayor Baldwin stated it could turn out to be as simple as having code enforcement check on contractors.
	
	It was agreed to have City Attorney Marino research further for the next meeting.

8.	Mayor and Council Comments.

				Councilmember Pietrowski had no further comments.

				Councilmember Cohen had no further comments.

				Councilmember Schwerer stated she had attended the BIG-C. Indian Shores Councilor Bill Smith, the representative for the Florida Shore & Beaches Preservation Association, spoke regarding Amendment 1 and wanting to use some of those funds for beach nourishment.

				Councilmember Krach asked why Duke Energy could not use flush-mounted pedestals in the pedestrian islands on Gulf Boulevard. Mr. Godfrey said it had a connection with bringing lines across the road.

				Vice Mayor Notaro had no further comments.

				Councilmember Dumville had no further comments.
				
				Mayor Baldwin requested to schedule a Gulf Boulevard Safety and Beautification Meeting before the next City Council meeting.
